The CPI(B) is
based on the expenditure pattern of the next 30% of urban households, which had
an average monthly expenditure of $10,000-$17,499 in the same period.

Movements of the CPIs for April 1993 as compared with March 1993

4. The CPI(A) and CPI(B) for April 1993 increased by 1.1% and 1.35%
respectively when compared with March 1993. The index for clothing and
footwear increased by 7.7% in the CPI(A) and by 8.7% in the CPI(B) and that for
transport increased by 3.1% in the CPI(A) and by 2.2% in the CPI(B). The index
for alcoholic drinks and tobacco increased by 1.4% in the CPI(A) and by 1.5% in
the CPI(B) and that for durable goods increased by 1.0% in both CPI(A) and
CPI(B). The index for food increased by 0.8% in the CPI(A) and by 0.6% in the
CPI(B). Within the food section, the index for meals bought away from home
increased by 0.5% in the CPI(A) and by 0.6% in the CPI(B) while that for food
excluding meals bought away from home increased by 1.0% in the CPI(A) and by
0.7% in the CPI(B). The index for housing increased by 0.6% in both CPT(A) and
CPI(B) and that for services increased by 0.4% in the CPI(A) and by 0.6% in the
CPI(B). Movements in the indices for fuel and light, and miscellaneous goods
were relatively insignificant.

5. During April, bus fares and retail prices of fresh vegetables and
outerclothing increased. Charges for meals at restaurants and rent for some
private and public housing units also went up.

6. The index for food increased by 0.8% in the CPI(A) and by 0.6% in the
CPI(B). This was mainly due to higher prices of fresh vegetables, live poultry
and salt-water fish, and higher charges for meals at restaurants, which more
than offset the decreases in the prices of fresh fruit.

(i) Fresh vegetahles - The average retail price of fresh
vegetahles increased by 8.9% in both CPT(A) and CPI(B),
following a decrease of 16.1% and 15.8% respectively in
March 1993.

(ii) Live poultry - The average retail price of live poultry
increased by 4.9% in both CPI(A) and CPI(B) due to higher
prices of chicken and ducks.

(iii) Salt-water fish - The average retail price of salt-water fish
increased by 2.4% in the CPI(A) and by 1.8% in the CPI(B)
after decreasing by 4.2% and 4.6% respectively in March
1993.

(iv} Meals bought away from home — The charges for meals at
restaurants continued to increase, by 0.5% in the CPI(A)
and by 0.6% in the CPI(B), due to an increase in the
charges for meals in Cantonese and Western restaurants,
fast food shops, canteens and cafés.

(v) Fresh frunit - The average retail price of fresh fruit
decreased by 3.8% in the CPI(A) and by 3.9% in the CPI(B)
as a result of lower prices of durians, grapes, apples
and mangoes.




7. The index for housing increased by 0.6% in both CPI(A) and CPI(B) due
to higher rent for some private housing units and an increase iun the rent for
some Housing Authority and Housing Society estates.

8. The index for alcoholic drinks and tobacco increased by 1.4% in the
CPI(A) and by 1.5% in the CPI(B) due to the effect of the increase in duties on
cigarettes and alcoholic drinks.

9. The index for clothing and footwear increased by 7.7% in the CPI(A)
and by 8.7% in the CPI(B) as a result of higher prices of outerclothing.

10. The index for durable goods increased by 1.0% in both CPI(A) and
CPI(B) due to higher prices of watches, optical goods and electrical
appliances.

11. The index for trangport increased by 3.1% in the CPI(A) and by 2.2%
in the CPI(B) due to higher bus fares.

12. The index for services increased by 0.4% in the CPI(A) and by 0.6% in
the CPI(B) as a result of higher charges for package tours around the Easter
holidays as well as higher charges for medical services.

Movements of the CPIs in April 1993 as compared with April 1992

13. Comparing April 1993 with April 1992, relatively slower increases in
prices were recorded for food (excluding meals at restaurants) (0.8% in the
CPT(A) and 1.5% in the CPI(B)); durable goods (1.8% and 1.9%); fuel and light
(3.2% and 3.1%); miscellaneous goods (6.5% and 6.0%); clothing and footwear
(8.0% and 8.3%); and tramsport (8.5% and 8.0%). On the other hand, relatively
faster increases in prices were recorded for housing (13.2% in the CPI(A) and
14.4% in the CPI(B)); services (10.1% and 8.9%); alcoholic drinks and tobacco
(9.7% and 9.1%); and meals at restaurants (9.0% in both CPI(A) and CPI(B)).

Composite CPI

14. With a methodology compatible with that used for the CPI(A) and
CPI(B), a Hang Seng CPI is also compiled by the Hang Seng Bank, covering 10% of
urban households with an average monthly expenditure of $§17,500 - $37,499 in
1989/90. While the CPI(A), CPI(B) and Hang Seng CPI are compiled based on
expenditure patterns of households in the relevant expenditure ranges, a
Composite CPI can be compiled based on the expenditure patterns of all
households taken together. Thus, whereas the CPI(A), CPI(B) and Hang Seng CPI
reflect the impact of consumer price changes on different groups of households,
the Composite CPI reflects the impact of consumer price changes on the
household sector as a whole.

15. The Composite CPI for April 1993 increased by 8.5% over April 1992
and by 1.2% over March 1993. The all-items and section indices of the
Composite CPI are shown in Table 1(C).
